
IgG or IgA Anti-gliadin antibodies are often elevated in celiac disease patients or in patients suffering from
gluten enteropathy. These antibodies may also be elevated in patients with other diseases such as dermatitis
herpetiformis, autism and epilepsy associated with cerebral calcifications.
